e Essay
Must be attached to application form. Provide additional information about yourself, including personal goals,
community or volunteer activities, interests, employment experiences, information regarding your academic
record, etc. Type your essay and limit it to one page.

* Final/In-Progress Transcripts
Final or In-Progress Transcripts from the undergraduate institution in which you have successfully completed/are
completing academic requirements as approved by the American Dietetic Association. All transcripts (in progress
or final) are required.

The transcript must include the embossed seal or colored stamp of the college/university, the degree earned,
and the degree conferral date. A transcript stamped “Issued to Student” is acceptable provided there is some
indication (e.g., colored stamp, official signature) that the transcript is not photocopied.

The intern is required to have 3 final transcripts on file by orientation.

Applicants educated outside the United States and its territories must have their academic degree(s) validated as
equivalent to the Bachelor's or Master’s degree conferred by a regionally accredited U. S. college/university.
Service agencies provide this service. Contact CDR for information. This validation must be included in addition
to your verification-of-completion form.

An overall grade point average (GPA) of 3.0 or above and a 3.1 in nutrition course work is preferred.

 Verification of Completion of a Didactic Program in Dietetics
A "Verification of Completion of a Didactic Program in Dietetics” form is required for those individuals that have
completed the baccalaureate degree prior to application to the internship. Senior students in an undergraduate
program must submit a Declaration of Intent to Complete Degree and ADA-Approved Minimum Adequate
Requirements, as well as a transcript-in-progress. If some of this information is unavailable at the time of
application or scheduling of interview, you may send it separately upon receipt from your school. All application
material is to be postmarked by February 15, 2008. Two final verification of completion certificates after completion
of the baccalaureate degree from the applicant’s accredited college or university must be on file by orientation.

* Three Letters of Reference
Please use the ADA reference forms, current version, for April matching for the 2008-2009 internship year. The
reference form is available in the non-member portion of www.DEPDPG.org. Letters of reference should include
at least one letter from an employer and/or college professor. Applicants should not submit references from
relatives or friends. Address references to:

e Application Fee
A non-refundable $50 application fee is required. It must be included with your application in order for materials to
be processed. Make check or money order payable to Mount Carmel College of Nursing Dietetic Internship.

* Interview
All applicants to the Mount Carmel Dietetic Internship are required to schedule and attend a program information/
personal interview session at the College of Nursing. The purpose of this session is to familiarize the applicant
with the Mount Carmel Dietetic Internship.






of required courses must be submitted with your application. The Verification Statement must be
completed within five (5) years immediately prior to the date of application for registration eligibility.

Application Deadline
All application materials MUST be postmarked by February 15, 2008. The deadline date
for applications and mark/sense cards to D&D Digital Systems is also February 15, 2008.

Selection for admission is based on application packet materials and an interview. Upon acceptance,
information regarding program policies, procedures, etc., will be provided. Students are encouraged to
apply to more than one program for matching. Applicants are also encouraged to release their names in
the event that they are not matched so that programs will know the availability of non-matched applicants.
The internship begins at the end of August, with a mandatory Orientation, required prior to the start of
rotations. Orientation is not optional. Program completion is the last week in May or the first week in June.

Matching

All applicants to Dietetic Internship programs listed in the instruction booklet from D&D Digital Systems
must participate in computer matching. Applicants should request instructions and a mark/sense card to
prioritize their DI preferences.

You must request this material from any ADA-approved Didactic Program in Dietetics, or from D&D Digital
Systems, in time to allow for completion and submitting no later than February 15, 2008, postmark deadline.

There is no charge for this material; however, a $50 computer-matching fee is due with your prioritized ranking.
