Travel – verb: to make a journey, typically of some length or abroad

Wanderlust – noun: a strong desire to travel

Traveler – noun: nickname for an RN who is struck by the wanderlust; a travel nurse

ravel nursing conjures thoughts of working   
in exotic, venturesome or dreamy vacation 
spots. �ere’s a reason for that: Most often 
nurses who travel to practice in far-�ung
locations choose to do so for such pursuits.

T Travel nursing involves experienced, licensed 
registered nurses signing on with travel nursing 
agencies that broker temporary assignments – 
usually for 13 weeks at a time – with hospitals 
and medical centers around the country. Either 

the contracting hospital, or usually the agency, provides 
travelers – as travel nurses are often called – the 
choice between housing or a housing stipend. Pay rates 
vary depending on the desirability of the locale and the 
experience and certi�cation of the travel nurse.

If a prospective traveler’s home state has joined the 
Nurse Licensure Compact (NLC), he or she can practice 
in 25 states, as long as the home state license is in good 
standing, and the permanent residence is in a compact 
state. Currently, Ohio is not in the NLC, but travel 
nurse agencies will often pay the fee for licensure in 
destination states. 

According to the Professional Association of Nurse 
Travelers, approximately 25,500 RNs work travel 
nursing jobs in the United States; they are served by 
approximately 340 travel nurse agencies. 

On the following pages, �ve Mount Carmel alumni 
share their stories of travel nursing adventures.

Mount Carmel Alumni On the Move: 
  Travel Nursing Adventures
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David Morrison (’93), RN, �rst felt the call to nursing in a small-
town �rehouse; he �rst felt the bite of the travel bug while in 
a library.

“As a 14-year-old member of the Explorer Club in Pataskala, Ohio, 
we were one of the only posts in the state that allowed ride-alongs 
on ambulance runs,” recalls David, who was in the last class to 
graduate from the Mount Carmel School of Nursing before its 
transition to the College of Nursing. “As an Explorer, I was trained 
as a �rst responder, learning CPR and basic medical care – that’s 
when I knew I wanted to spend my life caring for others,” he says.

“Nearly six years later, as a freshman, I was reading nursing 
journals in the Mount Carmel medical library, and found myself 
drawn to the ads for travel nurses,” he recalls. Assignments in 
Hawaii or California piqued his interest, but most were for nurses 
with specialty training. So, as he kept his dream of sunny locales 
alive, David completed a critical care nursing fellowship and, in 
1995, landed his �rst travel assignment in Maui, Hawaii. 

“When people ask me why I enjoy travel nursing, I usually ask 
them a question in return: where would you rather spend the winter – 
Ohio or Maui?” David chuckles. In the just over two decades since 
graduation, he not only accumulated more than a half-dozen 
nursing licenses in various states and completed more than 40 
travel contracts, but also wrote Travel Nurse’s Bible: A Guide to 
Everything on Travel Nursing, published in 2009. He’s also a regular 
contributor to a popular blog, TravelNursingBlogs.com. From his 
Phoenix home base, he o�ers advice through the blog and journal 
articles, all while traveling from six to eight months each year. 

“�e grass isn’t always greener on the other side the fence, but the 
grass is di�erent, which satis�es one of the things most travel 
nurses – or ‘travelers,’ as we’re known – have in common: the yen 
for new experiences,” David explains. 

“My time at Mount Carmel was really good, and even though my 
graduation was so long ago, what I learned there still informs my 
practice every day.”

David Morrison (’93), RN: 
Making Tracks for 
24 Years

“When I was in grade school, I accompanied my mom on visits to a 
teen who had been struck by a car while riding his bicycle,” recalls 
Michelle Curran (’12), BSN, RN. “She helped the family in many 
ways and that’s when I realized I was called to care for others – 
especially children,” she notes.

“�at experience really stuck with me,” says Michelle, who earned 
her Bachelor of Science in Nursing through MCCN’s Advanced 
Placement program in 2012. Michelle worked in Hematology/ 
Oncology at the OSU James Cancer Hospital before moving to 
Dallas, where she worked at Baylor Scott & White Medical Center.

“Because she knew I had a passion for pediatrics, MCCN instructor 
Hannah O’Handley, MSN, RN, PNP, encouraged me to apply at 
Nationwide Children’s, so I moved back to Columbus. I’m very 
grateful for her encouragement, because it was at Nationwide that 
I met travel nurses, and when I learned that I could remain on 
contingent sta� by working one 16-hour shift per month – I became 
a travel nurse and �rst went to Austin,” she says. “Travel nursing 
is the best deal, because I want to get experience in as many large, 
nationally ranked pediatric hospitals as possible,” she adds.

He’s also travelled to many other locations, including the San 
Francisco Bay Area and is currently on his second assignment 
in Maryland – the �rst being at Johns Hopkins Hospital in 
Baltimore, Md. 

Aside from appearing in MCCN brochures and advertise-
ments while a student, Imani also counts among his fondest 
memories the �nal weeks of his senior year.

Michelle credits one of her favorite memories from her days 
at MCCN as mostly responsible for her interest in travelling. 

“In junior year I went on the MCCN trip to Shannon, Cork and 
Dublin, Ireland. It was so fantastic – we visited hospitals and 
toured castles, and yes – kissed the Blarney Stone, too!” 

After high school graduation, Columbus, Ohio, native Imani 
Daniels (’08), BSN, RN, got as close to his dream of a career in 
medicine as possible, working as a patient care assistant and a 
pharmacy tech at Mount Carmel West.

“After several years at the hospital, I became one of the �rst 
students to complete the Surgical Technology certi�cate back when 
MCCN o�ered it. �at’s when Mrs. Kathy Espy came into my life,” 
he recalls. “She was relentless in encouraging me to apply for a 
Bachelor of Science in Nursing – one day she put the paperwork in 
my hands and said ‘get it done,’ so I did,” he chuckles. Imani worked 
nights as a surgical tech in Trauma, while attending classes and, 
following graduation, worked in surgical ICU for three years.

“I’d heard from some of my classmates about how great travel 
nursing was and they were right. It’s fantastic: I spent four 13-week 
assignments in St. �omas, U.S. Virgin Islands, which is the best!”  

Let’s go

it’s a big world out there!
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North Carolina native Shaakira Case (’15), BSN, RN, took her own 
advice to “always follow your dreams and never give up.” Coming 
from the Outer Banks to Columbus, Ohio, to earn a bachelor’s 
degree in psychology from �e Ohio State University, Shaakira 
realized that she had a call to nursing, so after graduation, she 
enrolled in MCCN’s SDAP (Second Degree Accelerated Program) 
and earned her BSN with honors. 

Shaakira credits Mount Carmel for giving her the con�dence to 
realize that the very stressful night shift on OhioHealth’s Grant 
Hospital trauma unit wasn’t the best �t for her. However, at Grant she 
met a travel nurse whose description of the lifestyle was intriguing.

“I decided to try it, but �rst took a short break from nursing 
altogether and went on assignment in Switzerland as an au pair for 
a family there. �at was really fun and relaxing, but ‘once a nurse, 
always a nurse’ and I was eager to get back to nursing.” After an 
assignment on a med/surg unit in Boise, she cared for congestive 
heart failure patients in Milwaukee. “I was amazed at how beautiful 
Idaho is,” she recalls. “I did so much hiking and camping – the snow 
scenes on the mountains are nothing like I’d grown up with so near 
the Atlantic,” she adds.

Recently Shaakira got to experience snow up close while on a 
vacation trip to Norway: “With travel nursing, life is so �exible. 
I was able to sign up to compete in a four-day quadrathlon in 
Norway called ‘N60o-�e Norwegian Challenge’ in March to raise 
funds for vulnerable children in sub-Saharan Africa,” she says. 
Shaakira and her fellow quadrathletes participated in a 15-mile tour 
ski, 26-mile ‘fat bike’ race, 26-mile cross-country ski and 26-mile 
run, all in the location used by British Special Forces for cold-
weather training.  

�e fundraiser bene�tted Sentebale, a charity co-founded by 
Prince Harry (of Great Britain) and Prince Seeiso (of Lesotho), 
which is the leading organization in the provision of psychosocial 
support for children living with HIV in Southern Africa. 

“Being in Norway skiing in the snow was a lot of fun, but the best 
part was knowing that my participation helped raise money to 
support Sentebale’s work in Lesotho and Botswana, which �ts right 
in with being a nurse,” she says.

Shaakira Case (’15), BSN, RN: 
Dream Follower

With more than 30 years of nursing experience under her belt – 
more than two thirds of that in the OR – Kimberly Dillon (’04), MSN, 
RN, CNOR, RNFA, always had a bucket list that included seeing 
all 50 states.

“When my daughter started college three years ago and my sister 
moved into my home in Blacklick, Ohio, the timing just seemed 
right,” says Kimberly, who is a 1985 diploma graduate of Massillon 
(Ohio) Community Hospital School of Nursing.

After working 14 years, she realized she really needed – and wanted – 
to earn a Bachelor of Science in Nursing. Mount Carmel College of 
Nursing recognized her nursing experience and – once her daughter 
started kindergarten – she enrolled, taking one class at a time. 

“Earning my BSN was a real milestone, and I’m so proud to 
be a 2004 alumna of Mount Carmel,” she says. Two years 
later she started working on a dual master’s degree at 
Capital University – in nursing with legal

concentration, earning her MS in four years, taking 
two classes at a time.

After managing ambulatory surgery at OhioHealth Grant 
Hospital, Kimberly had the chance to satisfy her desire to 
travel. Because experienced OR nurses are in high demand, 
after her �rst travel assignment in Cincinnati, she headed 
west and started counting down her bucket list.

“It was so wonderful being able to have my daughter come out 
on her spring break from �e Ohio State University to visit the 
Grand Canyon and Sedona with me when I was on assignment 
in Flagsta�,” she recalls.

After circling back to Ohio, her daughter again joined her on 
spring break – this time in Ventura, Calif., and they visited 
Napa Valley and San Francisco together. 

“I found myself standing in the warm Paci�c Ocean in January – 
what a thrill!” She also visited Yosemite and Santa Barbara, and 
on her way back east visited Yellowstone, Mount Rushmore, 
and the Crazy Horse Memorial in North Dakota before making 
a swing through Wisconsin and heading south. 

Kimberly’s travel assignments have also taken her to Washing-
ton State. From there she visited Victoria, Canada; Vermont, 
where she spent weekends visiting neighboring states; and with 
her daughter saw an OSU football game in Baltimore, Md. 

In January 2017, Kimberly says she was literally a stone’s 
throw from our country’s northernmost Canadian border, at 
Aroostook Medical Center in Presque Isle, Maine, and today 
she is in Vernon, Conn.

“Becoming a travel nurse after all these years is one of the 
best things I’ve done and I urge other nurses who have 
an adventurous spirit – or a bucket list – to give it a try,” 
she says.

> Sister Nancy Ganse, CSC (Sister M. Georgellen), is mourned by the 
entire Mount Carmel family. Sister Nancy died March 9, 2017, after being a 
member of the Congregation of the Sisters of the Holy Cross for 69 years. 
Many alumni will fondly remember her, as she taught chemistry for 28 years 
and was director of admissions in the 1970s before moving in the early 
1990s into managerial and administrative roles at Mount Carmel West and 
Mount Carmel East hospitals.

> A nationwide presidential search is underway to select MCCN’s third 
president. �e College’s Board of Trustees appointed Ann Marie T. Brooks, 
PhD, MBA, RN, FAAN, FACHE, FNAP, as interim president following the 
resignation of Christine Wynd, PhD, RN, earlier this year. Dr. Brooks, 
who will serve for a 12-to-18-month period until the new president is 
identi�ed, took the helm at the College in July. She is a recognized
international leader, consultant and educator with global nursing and 
healthcare experience, including as dean of �e Catholic University School 
of Nursing in Washington, D.C. In addition, she has extensive board 
leadership experience, and she is widely published. Already, Dr. Brooks has 
demonstrated her commitment to ensuring that the College’s hallmark 
of excellence in nursing education continues without interruption. To learn 
more about Dr. Brooks, please visit mccn.edu.

> Mount Carmel Health System’s $46 million transformation of the 
Mount Carmel West campus – home to MCCN – includes plans for 
additional green space with an emphasis on health, wellness and education. 
Although it will be at least two years before improvements are underway – 
once inpatient care at West has moved to the new hospital at Grove City –
changes that will bene�t the College include:

• New computer lab to accommodate 200 students

• Additional and enhanced classroom space

• Faculty office space increased by expansion into current 
 Medical Sta� Building

• Improvements to existing infrastructure

“Mount Carmel is committed to enriching the college campus and keeping 
education – as well as medical care – as the focus for this area,” says Sean 
McKibben, MBA, president and chief operations officer, Mount Carmel West. 
“We’d like to see more students living on campus and see them enjoying 
the additional green space that will result from the improvements,” he adds.
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When Mount Carmel School of Nursing 
graduate Regina Sallee Williams (’52), 
PhD, RN, FAAN, who retired in 2001 
from Eastern Michigan University as 
head of the Department of Nursing, was 
asked what was the greatest challenge 
she faced in her illustrious, nearly 50-
year nursing career, the answer seemed 
overly broad: “Becoming a nurse in the 
first place.”
Although Dr. Williams was �rst called to nursing at the knee of 
her grandmother who explained to young Regina what she did as 
a midwife in Kentucky, answering that call was not a simple task.

“My parents always told me and my 11 siblings that we should 
look at every challenge as an opportunity and �gure out what’s 
the best way to surmount obstacles,” recalls Dr. Williams. “�ey 
always encouraged us to learn and study, and said we’re as good 
as anybody else, and they admonished us to not allow anyone or 
any circumstance to tell us otherwise.”

She kept that advice in mind when, as a high school senior in 
Sandusky, Ohio, she was elated to learn that her 5th grade 
teacher had nominated her for a scholarship from a 
businesswomen’s club. Teenaged Regina was dismayed when her 
former teacher told her the women rescinded the o�er upon 
learning that she was African-American. 

“My teacher and her husband gave me the $150 out of their own 
pockets – that was very generous because in the 1940s that was 
not a small sum,” she notes. She knew where the scholarship 
would be used and immediately upon graduation applied to a 
local hospital-based school of nursing in Sandusky – only to be 
turned away, again because of her race. 

“At that time my sister was a student at �e Ohio State 
University (OSU) and heard that a Catholic hospital in Columbus 
was accepting ‘colored’ students – and I use that term because 
that’s what we were called then,” she explains. Together they 
determined it had to be Mount Carmel, her sister picked up the 
application, drove to Sandusky so her younger sister could 
complete the forms, and returned them the next day. Sister 
M. Nicholas (Gough), CSC, a 1940 alumna of Mount Carmel 
who was director of the School from 1946 to 1954, brought her 
in for an interview and admitted her on the spot.

“I had earned that opportunity because I was a dedicated student 
and knew I would succeed as a nurse, but to this day I’m grateful

“It’s getting pretty close,” says Andy Harper, 
of his 2018 graduation from Mount Carmel 
College of Nursing. Now a senior in the 
traditional four-year Bachelor of Science in 
Nursing (BSN) program, Andy has plans for 
his future.  

Why did you want to become a nurse?

“I’ve always wanted to make a di�erence by helping people, but 
when my grandmother became ill while I was in high school, I 
got to help care for her. I’d visit in the nursing home, talk with 
her and just try to make her comfortable. �at reinforced my 
desire to do something in healthcare and that’s when I realized 
I had a calling to become a nurse.”

Why did you choose Mount Carmel?

“I’m from Grove City and so my family and I were always 
familiar with Mount Carmel. I like the holistic approach taken 
here because it’s important to me to see all aspects of a person – 
not just their disease or injury – and MCCN incorporates the 
social and spiritual aspects of caring for patients.”

Andy Harper is co-president of MCCN’s Student Government Association, a Student Ambassador 
and a member of Student Nurses of America.

Are you involved in extracurricular 
activities?

“I am currently serving as co-president of SGA (Student 
Government Association), along with a junior who will 
be announced. I’m a member of SNAM (Student Nurses
Association of Mount Carmel) and I’m a Student Ambassador. 
I appreciate the opportunity to experience leadership roles 
now, as that will make a di�erence for patients later in 
my career. 

Are you interested in a particular 
field of nursing?

“My goal is to become an FNP (Family Nurse Practitioner), 
so I plan to return to Mount Carmel for my master’s degree. 
As an FNP, I’ll be able to care for patients from newborn to 
geriatric. Recently, I had a patient in his late 80s, who was 
very outgoing and talked to everyone. One day he was really 
withdrawn so I sat and asked what was going on. It was so 
cool the way he opened up, talking about his life. I’m glad I 
was able to recognize that he was distraught and helped him 
get things o� his mind.”

Meet Andy Harper
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retired in 2001 and remained active in nursing as a consultant 
and on community advisory boards for many years.

When asked what she considers her greatest achievement, she 
immediately says her and her husband’s three children. One 
is deceased; their son Peter coordinates Fathers Forward, a 
lactation support initiative of the Detroit Department of Health 
(his wife, Monica, is dean of students at University of Detroit 
Mercy); their daughter, Regina Williams Hypolite, is assistant 
to the nursing program director at Morgan State University in 
Maryland (her husband, Pete, is an independent IT consultant). 
Dr. Williams has one grandson: Peter and Monica’s two-year-old, 
upon whom she dotes. 

“It’s been a wonderful life and my days at Mount Carmel were 
among the happiest, that’s why my husband and I established a 
scholarship there – Mount Carmel gave me my start,” she says. 
“Sister Nicholas set the tone by sitting at the freshman breakfast 
table nearly every morning. We were there to learn how to care 
for patients and their families, but we also learned to care for 
one another – and we still do,” she says. 
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to her and to Mount Carmel for giving me the chance to prove 
it,” Dr. Williams says. When she earned her Diploma in 1952, 
nursing organizations were already calling for the bachelor’s 
degree for professional nurses, and the new graduate was 
determined to earn that, too.

“After I’d worked as a scrub nurse for a year at Mount Carmel, 
I applied to OSU – I’ll never forget the admission interview,” she 
recalled. “I was asked ‘why would you want a degree – only nurses 
in leadership or education will need one.’ I just looked at her and 
she added, ‘where will you ever get a job at that level?’ Well, I 
recalled what my parents taught me and told her that I would 
cross that bridge when I came to it.” Dr. Williams earned her 
bachelor’s degree from OSU in 1955 and had the opportunity to 
cross “that bridge” soon after serving in the U.S. Army Nurse 
Corps in Texas before returning to Columbus after marrying 
her husband, Robert Williams (who passed in 2003). 

“I began my career in nursing education as the �rst African- 
American faculty member at the nursing school operated by 
Grant Hospital (now OhioHealth Grant Hospital). I’ll never 
forget standing in a receiving line at an alumni event with other 
members of the faculty, when that admissions o�cer came 
through the line. I politely greeted her with a smile as she 
rushed on her way,” Dr. Williams chuckles. 

She and her husband, who was a high school art teacher, moved 
to Michigan in 1966 where she joined St. Joseph’s Mercy Hospital’s 
school of nursing and worked seven years, mainly moving their 
three-year diploma program to a two-year associate’s degree. 
During that time, she worked on her master’s degree in med/surg 
nursing at Wayne State University, earning that in 1974.

“My minor was in nursing administration and my internship 
was at Schoolcraft Community College, where I was assistant 
administrator for the nursing program before being recruited 
by Wayne State to teach at the undergraduate level,” she recalls. 
“Many RNs were returning to school at that time to earn their 
BSN and, because I knew what they had been taught at the 
diploma or associate-degree levels, I proposed the �rst RN-to-BSN 
program designed for working RNs, and it was quite successful.”

Dr. Williams held numerous leadership positions at professional
organizations, including chair of the Michigan Board of Nursing 
and president, Michigan Association of Colleges of Nursing.

In collaboration with researchers at the 
University of Nebraska, Jill Kilanowski, PhD, RN, 
APRN, CPNP, FAAN, who is a pediatric nurse 
practitioner, was awarded a grant to create a 
comic book to teach migrant children and their 
families about agricultural safety. 
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“Often people don’t think about those who are behind the 
fruit we purchase at a grocery store,” says Dr. Kilanowski, 
who is associate dean, Graduate Program, and professor. 
“However, the migrant agricultural workers who harvest the 
fruit are an itinerant and vulnerable population whose 
children travel – and sometimes work – with them.”

Safety is a big contributor to wellness for a population, 
according to Dr. Kilanowski, who explained that the 
impetus for the research project is to make children aware 
of safety issues. 

“�e comic book – written in Spanish and English with 
colorful artwork to hold the interest of children – was �eld 
tested with children in focus groups conducted by my 
collaborators last fall,” says Dr. Kilanowski, a certi�ed nurse 
practitioner, nurse scientist and educator who joined the 
College in 2015.

“Although we are still sifting the research results, we’re very 
pleased with how well-received the comic book is among 
children and their parents,” Dr. Kilanowski notes. �e 
children and parents were introduced to the book in separate 
groups as part of the mixed-method study.

“Focus groups provide us with qualitative information – 
giving participants a voice to the investigator’s understand-
ing of the individual’s reaction to the book,” she explains. 
Quantitative data – to investigate usability and satisfaction – 
was gathered through a survey that employed a template 
created by the U.S. government, to ensure comparability.

�is collaborative project is the most recent study in 
Dr. Kilanowski’s research career that includes investigations 
into the relationship between nutrition, weight and other 
health parameters. 

Erin’s typical day includes autonomously providing primary 
care for a panel of patients and attending didactic educational 
sessions via video conference though a national educational 
program in Connecticut, a community-based research center 
dedicated to quality improvement in primary care for the 
underserved. In addition, she shadows di�erent specialty 
providers on a weekly basis.

“We also go on community resource tours, which are 
incredibly useful to help me gather information to share 
with my patients and their families,” she says. Food banks, 
women’s shelters, homeless accommodations and a center that 
performs child abuse appraisals are all on the tour schedule. 

“�e description of Dr. Jill Kilanowski’s comic book to 
teach migrant children about agricultural safety sounds like 
it’s something that would be a good �t for the children 
I care for here,” says Erin. “Nearly 60 percent of the 
population our clinics serve are Hispanic, and many of 
them are farm laborers. Safety for them and their children 
is a big concern,” she adds. 

“What I learned at Mount Carmel is the foundation of my 
nursing practice,” says Erin, who earned her Master of 
Science in Nursing from Otterbein University.
